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ACCOMMODATION OPTIONS FOR TRAVELLERS

There are two options that we can assist people with regarding accommodation. The first option is
renting a bedroom with other participants from the program in the Noosa Heads / Noosaville area.VWe
arrange units and houses with private or shared bathroom facilities for participants that are close to all
the amenities of Noosa, including shops, cafes and the Noosa River.
